Eukaryotic:  a domain of organisms having cells each with a distinct nucleus within which the genetic material is contained along with other membrane-bound organelles.

Characteristic 1:

Prokaryotic: any organism having cells in each of which the genetic material is in a single DNA chain, not enclosed in a nucleus.  The cell does not contain membrane-bound organelles.

Cell Cycle:  The cycle of growth and asexual reproduction of a cell, consisting of a growth phase (interphase) followed by division phases (prophase, metaphase, anaphase, and telophase).
