Micropipette CPR
The Assignment:

This assignment consists of a write-up of a concept uncovered by you during the previous 2 weeks of work relating to Micropipettes.  Then you must provide two reflections on the class, the labs, school life, whatever, so far.

· Concept  Write your concept down as a heading along with a dictionary definition and reference the source.

· The goal of the CPR is to demonstrate that you understand what the concept you have chosen means and how it applies to molecular biology and to other examples.  
· Include paragraphs on: 1. Your understanding of what the concept means, 2. How the concept relates to the Labs and activities we have been doing, and 3. the importance/application of the concept in other settings (research an example).   

· Reflections (Provide 2):  Each reflection should be a minimum of 100 words at least one of which should be about different aspects of the Biotechnology class.  Your reflections aren’t meant to be limited to micropipettes but rather be a journal of your thoughts about this class and its contents.  Remember prompts can also include what surprised you, what you liked, what you didn’t like or even unanswered questions you might have.  This is your chance to expand on what you thought was significant about the past two weeks.
Requirements: 

· Remember the distinction between facts and concepts.

· Your concept paragraphs should be at least 150 words each
· 1 concept and 2 reflections are required.

· Remember diagrams are very useful but legends and labels are required on them and they need to be referred to.
· Typed assignments (12 point font) are preferred but not required.

· Double spaced assignments ARE REQUIRED 
· I encourage you to take advantage of e-mail.  I will do my best to answer questions you may have.  You may e-mail me the assignment before the due date if you prefer.
