Quick DNA Notes
DNA is a bio-polymer [definition]

It is comprised of a double helix composed of a pair of twisted sugar phosphate backbones running in opposite directions (antiparallel)

The monomer is called a nucleotide

Each nucleotide consists of 

A deoxyribose sugar (make sure you can draw and label this)
A phosphate group

A nitrogen Base

There are 4 different nitrogen bases in DNA

Adenine

Thymine

Cytosine and 

Guanine

A pairs with T and G pairs with C using hydrogen bonds.  (formed when a hydrogen atoms is sandwiched in between Oxygen or Nitrogen atoms).  C:G is a stronger bond than the A:T pair as it has three hydrogen bonds compared to the two that A:T have

Adenine and Guanine are Purines and composed of two nitrogen/Carbon rings (Large)

Thymine and Cytosine are composed of a single Nitrogen/carbon ring (Smaler)
