Restriction Fragment Length Polymorphism

CONCEPT:

· RFLPs and SNPs can be the basis for mapping those mutations close to genes of interest or establishing parent progeny relationships.

USES:

· Linked to disease genes (early detection)

· Use to clone linked pieces of DNA containing genes of interest (Disease genes, genes with interesting effects or properties))

· Forensics (Who owns the DNA)

· Genealogy (where the DNA came from historically)
