Meiosis Vocabulary.  Provide one example and one Characteristic for each of the following definitions.
· Diploid: Having a pair of each type of chromosome, so that the basic chromosome number is doubled: All cells in your body (somatic cells) except the sex cells are diploid.
· Haploid: having only one complete set of chromosomes 
· Gamete: a mature sexual reproductive cell, such as a sperm or egg,
· Zygote: the cell produced by the union of two gametes, before it undergoes mitosis.
· Homologous chromosomes: A pair of matching chromosomes in an organism, with one being inherited from each parent (Homologous means: Corresponding or similar in position, value, structure, or function).
· Crossing over: the exchange of corresponding segments of homologous chromosomes (along with their genes [alleles]).
